July Financial Report   
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Our income was essentially on budget through June.  We do have some notables in our  

finances this year: 

§ Expenses trailed budgeted amounts by $7731, with all of our ministry teams 

(committees) under budget for this first half of the year. 

§ Our building and liability insurance will suffer from a huge increase starting in July (at 

least 30% or about $2000/yr.) This increase is due to poor claim history in North  

Alabama after the tornadoes and other storms. Our claim history with roof replacement 

and the vandalism is also a negative factor). 

§ Building repair expenses also exceed budget, mainly due to repairs to HVAC systems. 

§ On a more positive note, take a chance on a Wednesday Bible Study to experience the  

clarity of our audio/visual system in the Fellowship Hall. What a difference for those of 

us who just donôt hear like we once did! This project was paid for from the memorial 

funds that have been given recently.
